October 2009

Dear Compatriots,

Several years ago while | was attending college at Virginia Tech | remember one time a group of my buddies and |
took off for the Talladega races in Alabama. My future father-in law was with us to keep us straight. Everyone fell
asleep in the car when we were going down interstate 81

near Chattanooga. | remember for a long time | kept seeing signs saying "See Ruby Falls", "See Ruby Falls", and on
and on and they went on like that for miles.

Well guess what? | decided since everybody was sleep, | wanted to see Ruby! | really didn't know what the heck all
the advertising was about. All the guys in the car immediately woke up

and were bright eyed and bushy tailed wondering what the was | doing?

After seeing the wonder s of sthMedotthack onth the highwaydtisere miTentesseey a't
and headed to Alabama with great speed. While making up for some lost time for the fellows, it never interred into my
mind the other real and very important history

story. Chattanooga had been regarded as a real Citadel!

A beautiful southern-community, Chattanooga (Crows/Eagle-Nest) - in Indian terms was once a city of elegant
revolutionary war era homes. During the War of Northern Aggression, lumber had become scarce, like many other
necessities. The beleaguered Union Army, under the command of Brig. Gen. St. Clair Morton and Major General
William Rosecrans ordered to tear down all wooden structures. Within no time, the town of 5000 residents had been
dismantled from smiling homes and gardens to gray fortresses of lumber. When President Jefferson Davis received
word about what the poor hungry Yankee army had done to this once beautiful town, his thoughts immediately
returned to his past visit there giving his secession speech .That was a day of pistol drawing, heckling, oratory.
We're in October of 1863 now and Longstreet and Bragg were sharply in disagreement. Bragg himself had been a
lifetime of quarreling, but Union famine was Bragg's only ally. Confederate encirclement was not complete, but was
effective.

The Union Army, although it had threatened Atlanta, needed food, supplies and wagons badly.

They were literally starving. When Rosecrans abandoned Lookout Mountain , Bragg moved in.

Lincoln got word and immediately made personal designations, as he had done when Stonewall

threatened the Shenandoah .But it was President Jefferson Davis's pulpit speech at Lookout Mountain on "Pulpit
Rock" that had lasting effects. Afterward, Longstreet and Bragg, at last, were separated... What happened after that
October and November in 1863 between the armies of the North and South in the Lookout Valley Campaign would
eventually break open those supply lines to the Northos
Going back to my trip down south that college weekend to the Alabama races with my Hokie friends, | could kick
myself now for not driving to one the b aistorylesbonscatederysi t es
important now more than ever. We should never ever forget the many sacrifices each and every day that our
southern ancestors were dealt and also the tyranny of northern aggressors.

General Robert E. Lee, once prayed, "Help me to be, to think, to act what is right, make me truthful, honest, and
honorable in all things; make me intellectually honest for the sake of right and honor and without thought of reward
to me.
